• Resource based: URIs identify all

• HTTP web services: REST and caching

• Web presentation: HTML, CSS, ...

• Web metadata: RDF/OWL

• Describe and constrain: OWL lite

• Extend metadata: vocabularies

• Query: SPARQL, …



Semantic Webby

• GET/PUT resources

• GET/PUT metadata about resources

• Blobby: stat(1) / HTTP headers

• General: title, description, creator, dates, …
(DC, PRISM, our own)

• Connecting: collections, references,
relationships

• Social: tags …

• Specialized: news, images



Why RDF?

• Appropriate for describing relationships of
distributed resources with web technology

• An open schema encourages and expects change

• Easy to add value with agile metadata such as
tagging

• Aligns well with REST-based web services

• Prevents encoding domain knowledge into fixed
and brittle database schemas
